The Specialist Japanese Program offers students a golden          

opportunity to be part of an invigorating and innovative learning

We concentrate on the five major aspects of Japanese language: 

listening, speaking, culture, reading and writing of Hiragana,        

Katakana and Kanji so that our students start to prepare for the 

ATAR from Year 7 level. Our approach is fun and useful as a     

strategy to learn languages. 

We utilize ICT and traditional methods to facilitate mastering of     

Hiragana, Katakana and Kanji scripts as well as application of          

vocabulary and grammatical structures. 

At the Japanese Specialist Program we understand the value of   

being connected to native Japanese speakers. We have teamed 

up with Kagoshima Immaculate Heart University in Japan to have 

a full time language assistant attend our classrooms. Having a full 

time native assistant gives our students the 

opportunity to practice their Japanese with a 

native speaker via the Native Speaker Tuition 

Program.
